Approximately 400 active ARIES users in San Francisco.

Flor and Maria provide ARIES training each month at 2
half-day sessions for new users.

Every new ARIES user must attend an ARIES training and
pass a test before receiving access to ARIES.

HHS uses ARIES data to report to HRSA for the required
annual Ryan White Services report. This detailed and
intensive report requires approximately 2-3 months of
work by the ARIES team each year.

HHS contracts with 6 programs that import ARIES data.
