Strategy A: Improve Pre-Exposure Prophylaxis (PrEP) Utilization

Pre-Exposure Prophylaxis Assistance Program (PrEP-AP)

e On September 4, OA reached out to two sites informing them of their PrEP go-
live date of September 10. Sites were provided with a PrEP-AP Enroliment Site
Approval Letter and resources to assist the enrollment site in enrolling applicants.

e As of September 18, there are 151 PrEP-AP enrollment sites, and OA has
executed 29 contracts covering 43 clinics that currently make up the PrEP-AP

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Strateqy G: Improve Availability of HIV Care

OA was awarded Ryan White Supplemental (X08) funding from the Health Resources
and Services Administration for the fiscal period of September 30, 2018 — September
29, 2019. The total estimated amount of X08 funding that will be allocated to HIV Care
Program (HCP) contractors is $6,134,499 million. Care staff reviewed requests for
additional funding from HCP contractors and those who will receive X08 funding have
been notified of the amounts and provided instructions for submitting budgets.

Strateqy J: Increase Rates of Insurance/Benefits Coverage for PLWH or on PrEP

Employer Based Health Insurance Premium Payment (EB-HIPP) Program

New and existing AIDS Drug Assistance Program (ADAP) clients who are
currently enrolled in an employer-based health insurance premium plan may
receive premium assistance for the client’s (employee’s) portion of their

employer-based insurance premiums, if eligible.

e CDPH developed an EB-HIPP Program brochure for employers, which provides
details to employers about the program. The brochure does not reference the

EB-HIPP Program to protect client confidentiality.

Strategy K: Increase and Improve HIV Prevention and Support Services for

People Who Use Drugs

e The OA Harm Reduction Team is encouraging California syringe service
programs (SSPs) to apply for a new opportunity available beginning October 1.:
the Naloxone Distribution Project. The Department of Health Care Services

(DHCS) is making the overdose reversal drug available for free to qualified
organizations, which include any organization that serves people who use
opiates. The application is available on the DHCS website at
www.dhcs.ca.gov/individuals/Pages/Naloxone_Distribution Project.aspx.

e The biennial National Harm Reduction Conference is expected to bring together
more than 2,000 people in New Orleans on October 18- 21. Organized by the
Harm Reduction Coalition, which is also OA’s leading technical assistance
provider for harm reduction technical assistance, the conference is the main
gathering for the field in North America and the largest harm reduction event in
the world. California harm reduction groups will be deeply involved this year: OA
funded 66 scholarships, including 12 full scholarships dedicated to harm
reduction peer staff or program participants. With other resources, a total of 137
California harm reductionists received scholarships to attend.
